FADE IN:

int. GAMELAND – day

VINNIE, a small time crook, stands in front of a display wall of various video game titles at a video game store. He takes a case from the shelf and runs out of the store. VINNIE proceeds his way through the mall.

security Guard

Hey! Hey you! Get back here!

SECURITY GUARD chases after VINNIE for a while. VINNIE then pulls out a bag of marbles and drops the marbles on the ground forcing the security guard to stop.

vinnie

How do ya like that? I learned that from Home Alone.

VINNIE runs out of the mall and into his car.









CUT TO:

INT. VINNIE’S CAR - DAY

VINNIE opens the case and looks inside to find nothing inside. He closes and it takes a look at it noticing the sticker on it saying “For display use only”

vinnie

God damnit!

VINNIE continues to curse under his breathe. He bangs his head against the steering wheel until his cell phone rings. VINNIE answers his phone.

vinnie

Yeah, what the hell you want!?

voice on phone

Its me. I have a job for you.




FADE OUT:

END OF TEASER

ACT ONE

FADE IN:

EXT. MIDDLESBOROUGH – DAY

SEAN is exploring the edge of Middlesborough out of boredom. Soon he hears the familiar tune of “Do Your Ears Hang Low?”

sean

Ice cream dude!

SEAN looks around, but doesn’t see the ice cream truck. SEAN starts running towards his car.

sean

I know Quinn wouldn’t agree with this, but oh well. Its not everyday I stumble upon some decent food.

SEAN gets in his car and races down the street. SEAN sees the truck. SEAN rolls down his window.

sean

Ice cream dude!

SEAN blows by a stop sign and is nearly hit by a car coming from his left side.

driver

Asshole!

DRIVER honks horn and flips SEAN off.

sean

Oh…woops, sorry. Hey, ice cream dude!

The ice cream truck starts to come to a stop. SEAN pulls over to the side of the road. SEAN gets out and heads towards the truck.

ice cream dude

Sorry, must have missed you. What can I get ya?

sean

Do you have those pink cone thingies with the gum ball on the bottom?

ice cream dude

Yeah…

sean

I’ll have one of-

A gun shot hits the side of the truck. ICE CREAM DUDE ducks and covers. SEAN looks behind him with a surprised expression on his face.

ice cream dude

Holy shit! What the hell was that!?

SEAN looks over and sees a skinny small stereotypical thug type standing with two other goons a few feet behind him.

sean

What’s a matter pal? Did he give you the wrong flavor?

vinnie

Would you look at this boys? We got a lil smart ass on our hands.

sean

Aren’t you guys a little too old to be robbing ice cream trucks?

vinnie

It isn’t the ice cream we want, its you you lil squirt.

A cop car pulls up and parks from a distance. A police officer gets out of the car, but keeps his distance. VINNIE aims his gun towards SEAN and tries to fire, but the gun doesn’t fire.

vinnie

God damnit! Out of bullets! I told you boys to bring extra bullets! I knew this would happen! Good thing I brought my blade with me! Er…agh…

VINNIE tries pulling a blade out of his pocket knife but struggles.

sean

Can I help you with that butter fingers?

vinnie

No, I got it! Er…son of bitch..argh…ah ha!

VINNIE pulls out a blade.

vinnie

Now you’re gonna have it ya lil twirp!

VINNIE lunges towards SEAN with his knife. SEAN steps out of the way and trips VINNIE. His two goons lunge toward SEAN and SEAN makes quick work of them as well.

vinnie

I cut my thumb. You made me cut my motha fuckin thumb! I’ll get you for this you lil prick! You’ll pay for this! Oh, you’ll pay!

The cop starts running toward them. VINNIE screams.

vinnie

Pig! Run for it!

VINNIE and his goons make way to their get away car. The cop makes his way to the truck.

officer jones

Are you alright?

sean

I’m fine. Shouldn’t you be going after those punks?

officer jones

I sent back up. The important thing is to make sure you’re safe.

ice cream dude

Officer…officer…can I come out now?

OFFICER JONES

Yes, it safe now.

ice cream dude

Oh, thank god that is over.

officer Jones

Can I ask you step out please sir. I need to file an incident report.

(Turns to SEAN)

I’ll need to ask you a few questions too.

sean

Uh…okay…




CUT TO:

INT. VINNIE’S CAR – DAY

VINNIE is on his phone while driving away.

voice on phone

What went wrong!?

vinnie

We were all ready to take down the lil twirp when some cop showed up.

voice on phone

Listen, I don’t care what you have to do. Kill the cop for all I care. Get me that kid or you’re not getting payed!

VINNIE puts away his phone. VINNIE turns the car around.

vinnie

Boys, it looks like we’re not finished yet!

VINNIE’S car drives in the opposite direction it just came from.




CUT TO:

ext. middlesborough – day

OFFICER JOHNSON is talking to someone on his radio. Once he is done, he goes over to SEAN.

OFFICER JOhnson

I’m going to have to place you under arrest.

sean

I don’t want to cause you any problems buddy, but I’m not going any where with you.

officer johnson

Please don’t make this difficult. You need to come with me down to the station to answer a few more questions.

sean

You want me to go down to the police station to answer more questions? Sorry pal, that’s not going to happen.

SEAN starts to leave. OFFICER JOHNSON grabs him by the arm.

Sean

Hey, let go jerk!

Officer johnson

Get into the back of the vehicle!

OFFICER JOHNSON and SEAN struggle. OFFICER JOHSON takes out his nightstick and clubs SEAN in the back of the head temporarily stunning him. OFFICER JOHNSON and SEAN struggle some more and OFFICER JOHNSON eventually is able to force SEAN into the car. OFFICER JOHNON opens the driver side door and speeds off.

END OF ACT ONE

ACT TWO

FADE IN:

EXT. MIDDLESBOROUGH – DAY

VINNIE and his two goons show up where the ice cream truck was. VINNIE calls up someone on his cell phone.

vinnie

Hey, boss. They left.

VOICE ON PHONE

Yes, I know. The police officer took him to the police station.

vinnie

Now how are we suppose to get him!?

Voice on Phone

Like I said earlier. I don’t care.

vinnie

You think we should break him loose from the police station? Are you crazy!? That’s suicide!

(pause)

Hello!? Hey, are you there boss!? Helloooo!?




CUT TO:

INT. AGENT DAVIS’S OFFICE – DAY

AGENT DAVIS looks irritated and hangs up his cell phone. He stands there a moment thinking. Then he picks up his phone again and makes another call.

Gonzalez

Bueno.

agent davis

This is Davis, I have a job for you. Its not as elaborate as the one I had you do last time. It is a simple retrieval.

gonzalez

Awe, retrieval. SEAN I assume?

AGENT DAVIS

Yes, he is at the Sherborn police station. There is one minor catch. There are a band of thugs on their way to the station now who are going to try to spring him out. I sent them but they seemed a little…inept for the job. I need you as insurance. Use any means necessary to retrieve SEAN for me.

gonzalez

Very good Sr. Davis. By the way, do you know what they call a quarter pounder in Paris?

agent davis

(irritated)

No, I don’t. What do they call it.

gonzalez

A royale with cheese.

agent davis

Well that’s great. Get me SEAN. Call me back as soon as you got him.

AGENT DAVIS hangs up his phone.

Agent davis

(irritated)

Why do I bother to hire these crooks?









CUT TO:

INT. POLICE STATION CORRIDOR – DAY

SEAN is being lead through the POLICE STATION by OFFICER JOHNSON. SEAN is handcuffed and is struggling to get out. OFFICER JOHNSON reaches his office and opens the door.









CUT TO:

INT. OFFICER JOHNSON’S OFFICE - DAY

OFFICER JOHNSON shoves SEAN in. OFFICER JOHNSON closes the door behind him. He takes off SEAN’S handcuffs and takes a seat at his desk.

officer johnson

Take a seat!

sean

No thanks.

officer johnson.

Listen, I’m not going to put with your crap. Now sit down!

SEAN sits down reluctantly.

sean

What’s your problem pal?

officer johnson

My problem!? I’m not the one with the problem. You’re in a lot of trouble.

sean

For what!?

OFFICER JOHNSON leans up closely to SEAN.

officer johnson

Listen to me, right now there is a CIA agent on his way here to question you. If I were you, I would cut the attitude right now.

SEAN

You’re the one with the attitude pal. You were all nice to me back at the ice cream truck, now you turned into Donny Jerko.

officer johnson

What you did back there was a serious crime. If you cooperate and answer my questions truthfully, we might let you off easily. You understand?

sean

Yeah.

officer johnson

Okay, why were you at the ice cream truck?

sean

(annoyed)

Um…to get ice cream.

officer johnson

Who were the thugs that attacked you?

sean

The hell am I suppose to know? Shouldn’t you be out there trying to arrest them?

officer johnson

Why would they want to attack you?

sean

I already told you, I don’t know. I never seen them before.

officer johnson

(overly serious)

You’re going to start answering my questions seriously right now or you can forget about any special treatment.

sean

I’m the victim here pal. Aren’t you forgetting that?

officer johnson

If you won’t answer my questions truthfully, how am I suppose to know whether you’re just another one of those thugs or not?

sean

I am answering your questions truthfully asshole.

officer johnson

No you’re not. You know who those thugs are.

sean

What makes you so sure?

officer johnson

I wasn’t born yesterday. That CIA agent isn’t coming down here to have coffee. 









CUT TO:

INT. POLICE STATION FOYER – DAY

VINNIE makes his way into the POLICE STATION FOYER through the front entrance way. He walks up to the DESK SERGEANT who is sitting in a bullet-proof glass booth enclosing the NIGHT DESK SERGEANT'S counter. THE DESK SERGEANT barely glances up when he speaks.

vinnie

I'm a friend of SEAN COLLINS. I was told he is here. Can I see him, please?

desk sergeant

You can’t see him. He’s making a statement.

vinnie

Where is he?

desk Sergeant

(laconically)

Look. It's gonna be a while. You wanna wait. There's a bench.

DESK SERGEANT points to a bench against the left wall. VINNIE steps back, scanning the booth, the electric door, the rooms beyond.

vinnie

I’ll be back.

VINNIE turns and walks out through the front doors.

FADE OUT:

END OF ACT TWO

ACT THREE

FADE IN:

INT. POLICE STATION FOYER – DAY

THE DESK SERGEANT is absorbed in paperwork, not watching as a car drives towards the entrance of the POLICE STATION.

He glances up at the last second as the car crashes through the wall. Several cops and loiterers scatter as it smashes into the foyer. It blasts through the sergeant's booth. THE DESK SERGEANT gets out of the way just in time.









CUT TO:

INT. JOHNSON’S OFFICE – DAY

SEAN and OFFICER JOHNSON are still arguing with each other.
